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Schiphol is an international example of architecture and design, famous for its Airport City model, master plan and the integrated approach to

architecture, signage and landscaping.West 8 has been engaged as the project landscape architect at Schiphol since 1992 and has been responsible

for several landscape development projects at the Airport, including public realm strategy development, advice on ecological issues and the

implementation of new sustainability concepts into landscape design and business concepts.
